Your task is to prepare digital presentation showing the plot, setting, and characters of the novel or short story you have read.

Directions:

1. Create a digital presentation using either a power point or prezi (www.prezi.com).
2. The first slide you will develop will include the title of the book, the author’s name, an illustration and your name.
3. Next, design a slide with information about the main characters from the story.  Include (2) specific character traits for each character that is mentioned and an example from the story that supports that trait.  Be sure to include why the character is important to your story.  This slide must also include an illustration.
4. On the next slide, write a detailed summary of the plot of your novel.  The summary needs to include 3 major events that occurred throughout the book.  Be sure to include an illustration, but don’t give the ending away.
5. Describe the major settings in the story.  On this slide, include 3 examples of figurative language from your novel.  Be sure to label what type of figurative language it is.  Include an illustration.
