Pop-Ups

Your task is to create a set of three pop-ups on a topic you are studying. Each pop-up will be constructed with a sheet of 81/2" x 11" construction paper or tag board.

Directions:

1. Fold the paper in half from the bottom to the top (so the top edge of the paper

    meets the bottom edge).

2. Keeping it folded, measure 3" from the right edge of the paper and cut a 2" slit

    through the folded edge towards the open end.

3. Measure 3" from the left edge of the paper and make another 2" cut towards 

    the open top edge.

4. Unfold your paper so that it sits in an L-shape on your desk. Pop the center 

    piece towards you. You now have a pedestal on which to glue your illustration.

5. Write the name of your topic on the section of the paper that stands up.

6. Glue an illustration of your topic to the popped-out segment.

7. On the bottom section of the paper (that lies flat on your desk), describe the

    concept that the pop-up illustrates.
